The Cultural Olympiad runs up to and
during 201 2. It includes plans for art
programmes, events and festivals.
Islington is known for its range of arts
organisations. The council is working
with many organisations and wants
to ensure that the borough fully
participates in the Cultural Olympiad.
In 2009 Islington council held an
exhibition at Islington Museum about
the Games.

Volunteering,
Training and Jobs

Islington council plans to set up a
volunteer taskforce so that residents can
be involved in local activities linked to the
Games.
