We are pleased to let you know that Islington Council has decided to offer free school 
meals to all nursery and primary pupils in Islington schools

For those of you that already take a school meal, you should be receiving details of the menu 
offered from Cater Link who provide our school meals. We have been getting good reports about 
the quality of meals, which also meet strict nutritional standards.  The number of children eating 
school meals has increased significantly and is part of our Healthy School Strategy.

We want more children to benefit and will be offering meals free to all nursery and primary pupils.
