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Why You Need A Licence
Section 177 of the Highways Act 1980 makes it an offence for any person to construct or alter a building so that any part of that structure overhangs the public highway. The same section of that Act allows the local highway authority to grant a licence which will allow this.
The Application Process 
Once the completed application form has been received by the Council, drawings and calculations will be checked and, if acceptable, will be forwarded to the Council’s Legal Team who will draw up the relevant licence.
Documentation Requirements

In order to process your request, you must provide the following documentation: 

1. Structural calculations
2. Construction drawings 
3. Details of your legal representatives
