When to use this form

Use this form if you are sending an application, to the London Borough of Islington, for a permit under
Regulation 13(1) and Regulation 35(2) of the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations
2016 (S.1 2016 No.1154) as amended (“the EPR”), to operate a solvent emission directive activity under
Schedule 14 of the EPR.

I.e. you would like to run dry cleaners.

This environmental permitting regime is known as and referred to as Local Authority Pollution Prevention
and Control (‘LAPPC’).

Why we regulate dry cleaners

Dry cleaning chemicals known as Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) can cause health problems. In
order to protect yourself, your staff and your customers the London Borough of Islington regulate
establishments using polluting chemicals.

VOCs can have short- and long-term adverse health effects. You and your staff will be exposed to VOCs
while you are using them, and, to some degree, when they are stored. There will also be emissions
outside your premises in to the wider environment.

Adverse health effects may include:
e Eye, nose and throat irritation
e Headaches, loss of coordination and nausea
e Damage to liver, kidney and central nervous system
e Some are suspected or known to cause cancer in humans.

Key signs or symptoms associated with exposure to VOCs include:
e Conjunctival irritation
¢ Nose and throat discomfort
e Headache
e Allergic skin reaction

e Dyspnea

e Declines in serum cholinesterase levels
e Nausea

e Emesis

e Epistaxis

o Fatigue

e Dizziness

The ability of organic chemicals to cause adverse health effects varies greatly from those that are highly
toxic, to those with no known health effect.

As with other pollutants, the extent and nature of the health effect will depend on many factors including
level of exposure and length of time exposed. Among the immediate symptoms that some people have
experienced soon after exposure to some organics include:

e Eye and respiratory tract irritation

e Headaches

o Dizziness

e Visual disorders and memory impairment

What does the permit charge pay for?

The charges for dry cleaning permits are set by central government and do not cover the cost to the
London borough of Islington in regulating and monitoring your establishment. Therefore, the London
Borough of Islington partially subsidises the financial cost of you operating a business and meeting the
required regulations. Depending on the size of your operation and the risk it poses to the local
environment and community you will be visited at different intervals. The London Borough of Islington will
also process and record the regular returns from your business regarding the amounts of solvents you
use.
