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RECYCLING 

Empty and rinse all containers before putting them 
into the bin.

Remove film lids from plastic pots, tubs and trays 
and put them in the rubbish.

Do not use black sacks. However, you can keep 
your recycling in a plastic carrier bag and put the 
whole bag into the recycling bin.

Right thing, right bin! Wrong items placed in 
recycling bins can prevent collections. Your landlord/
managing agent/housing provider will be charged 
for clearance.
